Have
the name and email address of the person(s) who will write your reference letter(s)
when you start your application. The recommender will receive an email request from
NOTIFY@NGWEBSOLUTIONS.COM. You do not need to wait for your letters of
recommendation before submitting your application. *

Your work will automatically save after you answer each question. Please note that
you will be automatically logged out after 45 minutes of inactivity. You can monitor your
time via the clock at the top of the page.

Applications must be COMPLETE AND SUBMITTED to receive consideration. Once
you have submitted your application, you will not be able to access it to make changes.
You will be able to apply after the March 1 deadline; however, it will not be reviewed
until the next award deadline of October 1.

To be considered for scholarships that have a financial need-based requirement, you
must complete a FAFSA www.fafsa.gov. It is suggested you complete your FAFSA one
month prior to the application deadline, but it is not required.

Reference letters
are generally from your advisor, instructor, coach, counselor, current or former
employer, etc. We advise you to contact and ask your recommender prior to them
receiving the email request from notify@ngwebsolutions.com, not from you or SCC.
Hard copies of recommendation letters will not be accepted.
